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[bookmark: _Hlk129180159]The Oriental Pied Hornbill (Anthracoceros albirostris) is one of the ten species of hornbills in Malaysia, and is known to be an adaptable species on utilizing available food resources. However, little is known about its foraging behaviour where its habitat overlaps with human activities. This is the first formal report of farmed edible bird nest swiftlet being preyed upon by a pair of Oriental Pied Hornbills in Sabah, Malaysia in Sept 2018 as captured by closed circuit television utilized by an edible bird nest entrepreneur in the state of Sabah, Malaysian Borneo. A more detailed study could better assist and determine the frequency of this particular predation-prey interaction which may be a new cause of human-wildlife conflict in Malaysia and illuminating the diet diversity and adaptive ability of this hornbill species to expand their dietary range.
